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The mission of the Minnesota Women of 

Today is to help women improve their own lives and the lives 

of the people in the communities around them. This 

organization shall be a place in which young women are 

actively encouraged to become involved and hold positions of 

leadership. The organization shall provide opportunities for all 

members to (1) contribute to their communities by raising funds 

for worthy causes and by providing services or education to 

benefit community members, (2) develop and foster skills and 

talents related to becoming successful individuals, interacting 

well with other people, and becoming capable leaders, and (3) 

develop friendships and find personal support within the 

organization. 

 

Spring is just around the corner (no really, it is!), chapters are 

preparing for elections, and third trimester is already in full 

swing.  “Finishing strong” was certainly one of the themes at 

Winter State Convention in January, and I‟d like to encourage 

all of you to finish this year strong and work hard at completing 

your chapter‟s goals successfully.  Work together to achieve your 

goals, keep your standards high, and continue to plan ahead for 

the future of your chapter.  It has been an honor and pleasure 

to serve as your State President this year, and it has also given 

me the opportunity and cause to closely examine our 

organization and our mission of leadership and service.  As 

President, I‟ve attempted to take an unbiased approach to 

things, and made a conscious effort to be objective, regardless of 

my own experiences as a member, and celebrate new ideas and 

tackle issues.  It‟s natural to make decisions based on personal 

experiences or on what works for one‟s own chapter, but as 

leaders we need to think “bigger” than that. 

  

Specifically, that approach has led me to consider the state‟s 

bylaw known as “7 under 40.”  Hypothetically of course, what 

if our bylaw stated that a chapter, in order to be in good 

standing, not only needed seven members under the age of 40, 

but seven members under the age of 30, seven members under 

the age of 50, and seven members under the age of 60?  Am I 

saying that a chapter should have a minimum of 28 members – 

no – now hold on, work with this theory for a minute.  As I 

stated, I‟ve really tried to take an unbiased look at this, and 

examine the issues surrounding this continued debate.  When I 

need to analyze something, I find that asking specific questions 

helps in the critical analysis of an issue, and generally helps focus 

on the facts.   I would ask that all of us ask this question:  What 

does the organization really need to survive and fulfill its 

mission?   

 

Our mission says “This organization shall be a place in which 

young women are actively encouraged to become involved and 

hold positions of leadership.”   What do we need for that?  

Women of all ages – young women who will grow as leaders 

from opportunities provided through our emphasis on 

community service and programming areas, and opportunities 

for women of all ages to mentor future leaders by sharing their 

valuable experience. 

 

Our mission says “The organization shall provide opportunities 

for all members to contribute to their communities by raising 

funds for worthy causes and by providing services or education 

to benefit community members.”  What do we need for that?  

Women of all ages – more women of all ages, specifically.  

More women means more “woman-power” to organize and 

facilitate projects our communities rely on, less burn-out within 

chapters because more women are sharing the project-load, and 

more funds raised in our communities and for our foundation 

partners. 

 

I ask you, for the positive growth of our organization, consider 

not only what is best for your chapter, but what‟s best for our 

organization.  Consider our mission.  I believe there is a 

resolution to this issue and a “better way” than continuing the 

same discussion year after year.  One of my favorite sayings 

from my days as State Membership VP and true yet today is, 

“Every day is a membership day.”  Equally true is “Every day is 

a chance to make a difference” – for someone else, for your 

community, and within yourself.  It‟s really the message behind 

my theme, “Today is where your book begins…” as it reminds 

us that we are the authors of what‟s written.  Minnesota 

Women of Today – what are we writing with this discussion?  

Don‟t misunderstand me – I‟m NOT discouraging the discussion.  

 

In fact, as I stated at the open forum at convention, I‟m 

encouraging it.  I encourage you to research other organizations 

and their mission, but most importantly in my opinion, 

thoughtfully consider and research the incredible history of our 

own organization, and its mission, and find solutions.  Whether 

the solution is to find a different way to ensure another 60+ 

years of our organization, or continue the current bylaw, we 

must continue to “extend a hand of fellowship” if we plan to 

“leave the world a better place because we lived and served 

within it.”

Redistricting To Take Effect:  May 1, 2011 

 

With the vote taken and approval given by the membership at Winter State, we 

will now concentrate on the new district leadership and organization of chapters 

involving six (6) districts in our organization.  At the Winter State Business 

Meeting, the following changes were approved, effective May 1 2011. 

 

 Big Lake Chapter will move from District 7 to District 12. 

 Andover and Brooklyn Park will move from District 9 to District 8. 

 Golden Valley, Maple Grove and New Hope will move from District 11 to 

District 9. 

 Eden Prairie and Waconia Area will move from District 11 to District 10. 

 

So, why do we redistrict?  There are various reasons.  Mostly, changes have 

taken place since the last time district boundaries changed.  Some chapters have 

folded, some have been added, and some have become very strong chapters, 

while others are not so strong.  We look at geographic location, distance 

between chapters in a district, size of chapters both large and small, past and 

future leadership potential and other factors. 

The goal in redistricting is to make a stronger organization as a whole.  Different 

chapters often bring new and different ideas.  We learn from each other, bring 

ideas back to our chapters and create new friendships and bonds by working 

more closely with varying chapters and members within new and past district 

relationships.    

 

In order to prepare for the upcoming year, chapters affected by the redistricting 

changes, may want to attend meetings in both their current and new districts, or 

newly realigned districts may choose to have a special meeting in order to elect 

officers and district boards.  Contact your current district director for more 

information.    

 

 

March Planning - March 12, 2011, Aitkin 

 

Have you ever stopped to think about why we have the programming areas we 

have?  Or why we have three conventions each year?  Have you ever considered 

the job responsibilities of a state program manager, district director or state 

officer?  Before these definitions or meetings became what they are today, 

chances are they were first discussed at March Planning to consider any 

suggestions, additions or changes to current policies. 

 

March Planning is held on the second weekend in March each year.  It is an 

opportunity for ALL members, but especially staff (both outgoing and potential 

new staff) to discuss ideas about the structure of our organization from 

conventions to district meetings, from programming to membership, and from 

adding training sessions to condensing current activities.

Suggestions may be 

something as simple as:  I recommend that we add a PEP course based on the 

212 degrees leadership principle or I recommend that we create an operation‟s 

manual for committee chairs.  It could be more complicated:  I recommend that 

we add five new programming areas or I recommend that we add the two new 

state officer positions.  Of course the recommendations are important, but it is 

also important to state why you are making the recommendation and be specific 

how you feel it might be accomplished.  For example in regard to the PEP 

course:  The “why” might be, our chapter has enjoyed watching the DVD about 

the 212 degree principle and think there are several questions and activities 

which could be added to make it a two hour PEP course.   

 

This year‟s March Planning will be held at the St. James Church in Aitkin, 

beginning promptly at 9:00 a.m. Please see my Winter State CIP for more 

information and registration form.  Breakfast will be served at 8:30 a.m.  The 

cost for the day is $10.00 for registrations postmarked by March 4, 2011.

 Does no one wants to be responsible for completing SUCCESS 

each   trimester? 

 

SUCCESS is not just for recognition.  SUCCESS is a chapter management tool to assist 

chapters to be well rounded in service, growth and fellowship.  When planning your 

chapter calendar, use the SUCCESS form to ensure all areas are incorporated. 

 

What about all the documentation, we just don‟t have time to collect it all.  Yes,  you do!  

Do you record chapter minutes each month?  Be sure they are detailed with information 

from your m-events, community events, and socials; everything that your chapter is part of.  

This is your documentation.  Highlight and properly label your minutes in the right hand 

margin. 

 

We just don‟t have time to run to the post office to mail SUCCESS each trimester.  You 

don‟t have to.  As long as you have a basic understanding of Microsoft Excel you can 

complete the Excel SUCCESS form which is found in the online book of forms.  Next, scan 

your documentation in proper page order (numbered in lower right hand corner 

sequentially).  Submit your SUCCESS (two files - an Excel file and a scan file) via email to 

rr@mnwt.org.  No postage expense and no trip to the post office.
